Athletics and physical fitness have always been a part of the Shortridge 
curriculum, and that will continue even as the magnet classes now fo-
cus on law and public policy. 

In fact, Principal Brandon Cosby did a great deal of research to deter-
mine which extra-curricular activities would be most important to the 
admissions directors of prestigious universities.   

“In developing our new program, we have talked to admissions direc-
tors from the top schools in the country, schools such as Harvard, 
Stanford, Notre Dame and George Mason,” said Cosby.  “Their views 
are similar: it’s not just grades, ACT and SAT scores that earn students 
a place in their freshman classes.  Admissions directors at these 
schools are looking at the whole portfolio in judging students for     
admission, and that includes the students’ participation in activities 
and sports.” 

The first step for Shortridge to develop usable athletic facilities is to 
create a new running track and soccer field on the old football practice 
field just north of the school.  The project has been designed and will 
be completed by the fall of 2010, but there’s some chance it could be 
finished earlier. 

Eventually, IPS Superintendent Dr. Eugene White would like to add a 
new gym and fitness center complex to the school. 

If your fond recollections of Shortridge include warm memories of bas-
ketball games, dances and p.e. classes in a spacious gym, it’s time for a 
reality check.  When you visit this fall, stop in the gym -- it will proba-
bly be smaller than you remember.  Compare it to gyms in the schools 
you’re familiar with today.  It’s not just the new schools in the suburbs; 
even Broad Ripple High School has a better gym than Shortridge. 

The current Shortridge gym was built before the requirements of the 
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) were in effect and before Title 9 
required equal access to sports for women.  Most important of all, the 
current Shortridge gym is not large enough for the Indiana High 
School Athletic Association to allow varsity basketball or volleyball 
games to be played there, so for now they will be scheduled somewhere 
else. 

Brandon Cosby is the new 

Principal of Shortridge.  He has 

been with the school during the 

past year, as it underwent the 

renovations and transitions 

from its former middle school 

status to the high school this 

fall.   

Brandon is from New Castle, 

Indiana and has three children.
